This sample shows the initial placement of each student.  The M’s show initial pretest placement.  Shonda pretested out of the first two columns and began instruction in the third column.  The [image: image4.png]


 represents progress made after instruction.  Shonda is progressing well and is currently pretesting on the next unit.


Tarra could not accomplish any of the pretest items.  She begins instruction in the first column.  She is not showing any progression, yet the Monitor Sheet shows that other students have had time to progress.  Intervention is necessary at this point.


Charron pretested past the first two columns and began instruction in Shonda’s group.  He continues to work toward mastery of standard 1G3.  


Greyson pretested out of the first column and progressed out of the second column.  He is currently in a group with Charron.

The teacher can use this data to discuss specific content progress data with parents, intervention specialists and talented and gifted teachers.
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
