Class items:

e 1-2”three-ring binder (your child will receive this back at the end of the school year
with lots of fun activities we have done throughout the year)
e 1 - plastic folder with prongs

Personal items: Please label with your child’s name.
e Child-size blanket for rest time

e Extra clothes (shirt, pants, underwear, socks)

e A box of pull-ups, if needed. Please send in the ones that snap on the sides as it is
easier for us to change them. Thanks!

e A box of diapers, if needed.

e A box of wipes, if needed.

e Full size backpack to hold a 2-pocket folder, schoolwork, and blanket

**Toys from home are NOT permitted unless they are specifically requested by the teacher.

At preschool, we try to help children become more independent. We need your help to make this
happen. One important thing you can do is dress your child in clothing they can easily
fasten and unfasten on their own. Also, we are very active throughout the day; therefore,
please have your child wear comfortable shoes to school.
